-	 Hold a competition licence and are 
competing regularly in your chosen 
discipline at a minimum of Interclub level 
(Racing, Rallycross, other) or National level 
(Karting, Rallying)

-	 Hold, or be predicted to achieve,  
a minimum of five GCSE’s at grades 4-9 
(C-A*) level, two of which must be English 
and Maths

potential to progress to elite level

The course is developed from the generic 
Diploma in Sporting Excellence (DiSE) qualification and combined with Motorsport specific 
education to create a wholly exclusive programme.
